At the Friday afternoon's R3 workshop, a slide show on proper e-mail etiquette was presented. The
point was to remind that the OA program principals should be considered regardless if one is talking
face to face or virtually. The quote from the AA 12 & 12 (pg 91) " ... restraint of tongue and pen." was
sited.

Southeast Arizona (SEAZ) Intergroup distributed a newly local produced packet pertaining to working
with the media and outside visitors attending meetings. The packet, although not OA Conference or
Board approved (nor had it been presented to SEAZ's full Intergroup at the time of presentation), was
very informative and other Intergroups are welcome to review and use as it fits their respective
Intergroups. No request formal request for use is required at this time. SEAZ may present this
document to WSBC for consideration as a new pamphlet.

Discussion on WSBC presentation on "Future of OA" workshop ensued.
